The Manhattan Beach Education Foundation (MBEF) is a community
driven fundraising organization, which supplements state funding for
programs that inspire learning, enrich teaching and promote innovation
and academic excellence in the public schools of Manhattan Beach.

For over four decades, MBEF has played a vital role in shaping the exceptional educa-
tional experiences in Manhattan Beach public schools. Founded in 1983, MBEF was
created to address a funding shortfall and by giving families a way to invest directly in
their local schools. Since then, MBEF has contributed more than $100 million to build a
strong foundation in language arts and math, hands-on opportunities in science, art,
and music, personalized instruction, and meaningful ways for students to connect and
collaborate.

Enriching Education Beyond the Basics

Without the generous support of our community through MBEF, Manhattan Beach
public schools would look drastically different. Our state provides barely enough to fund
the basics—not the enriched educational opportunities that define our District. Each
year, MBEF’s fundraising contributes approximately 10% of the District's annual budget,
funding essential educator positions and enrichment programs from transitional
kindergarten through 12th grade that align with the shared priorities of parents,
teachers, and administrators.

The impact of MBEF is evident every day—in smaller class sizes, individualized support,
enriched curriculum, and innovative learning environments that cultivate curiosity,
creativity, and collaboration.

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THE MBEF § ENDOWMENT

Great Schools Tomorrow.

The MBEF Endowment provides MBEF with a continuing and sustainable
funding source that will expand and enhance the quality of public education
in Manhattan Beach, now and for generations to come.

In 1986, a group of visionary parents and community members established the MBEF
Endowment with an initial investment of $10,000. It took nearly three decades before the
Endowment made its first disbursement of $116K in 2014. Since 2021, the Endowment

has disbursed over $IM annually, regardless of fluctuations in the economy or changing
priorities at the state level. Today, the MBEF Endowment has grown to over $26 million and
will contribute over $1.2 million toward MBEF's overall grant to MBUSD.

Gives Students a Great Education-Year after Year

Despite being compared to the highest-performing districts in California, Manhattan
Beach Unified School District (MBUSD) receives significantly less in per-pupil state fund-
ing. The Endowment helps pay for core academics and enrichment opportunities such as
small classes, libraries, music and counseling that would otherwise be eliminated.

Provides Financial Stability in an Uncertain Landscape

It's challenging enough to maintain excellent schools with limited funding, but when

it also fluctuates, it's even more difficult. The Endowment provides a stable, secure and
self-sustaining source of funding. Modeled after university endowments, the goal of
MBEF's Endowment is to serve as a permanent fund to enhance and stabilize the long-
term growth of MBEF's annual contribution to MBUSD.

Strengthens Our Community

Strong public schools build strong commmunities. They enhance property values, foster civic
pride, and unite families across generations. The Endowment protects the long-standing
excellence of our schools and secures that legacy for future students and families.
